· The College is Multi Faith in its approach to religious Education.  However, arrangements can be made (in conjunction with the wishes of the Parent / Guardian) to accommodate any student who does not wish to attend religious instruction

Resources
Killarney Community College is funded by Kerry Education and Training Board and the Department of Education & Science. Student enrolment is subject to the resources available to the college in terms of accommodation and staffing allocation.

SECTION 4: PROGRAMMES & SUBJECTS
Curriculum: 

Killarney Community College welcomes students of all ability levels and offers a broad curriculum in order to cater for the needs of all its students.

· The curriculum is set out in the School Prospectus and is provided to all who apply for admission, or available from the school on request.

· There is also a wide range of extra-curricular activities and student participation is always encouraged and supported.

SECTION 5: PLACES AT THE SCHOOL  
According to Policy

Decisions in respect of the enrolment of students will be made by the Board of Management on the basis of this school policy.

Equal Status Act 2000

The Board of Management will comply with the requirements of the Equal Status Act, 2000 and will not discriminate against applicants on the grounds of gender, marital status, family status, sexual orientation, religion, age, disability, race or membership of an ethnicity group. 

Age

Students will normally be required to be twelve (12) years of age or older on the 1st of January in the calendar year following the student’s entry into 1st Year 

Completion of sixth class of the primary school 

Students will have completed sixth class in an Irish primary school or its equivalent in order apply for First year programmes, subject to a place being available and the age requirement.

Admission of students after the commencement of the school year in relation to which admission is sought

Admission can only be considered whereby the College deems there is adequate place and provision for this student, ie. the capacity of the allocated school numbers of that year group has not been exceeded.

Criteria for admission from outside the catchment area

Admission can be considered once students from the catchment schools have taken their places, and once the number of students seeking admission is not greater than the number of places being offered by the College.

Criteria for Decisions to Enrol – General

The school shall enrol each student seeking admission to the school other than— 

(i) where the number of students seeking admission is greater than the number of places being made available by the school, (See Appendix III)
(ii)  where the parents of a student fail to confirm in writing that the code of behaviour of the school is acceptable to them and that they shall make all reasonable efforts to ensure compliance with such code by the student

The school cannot undertake to enrol in excess of these places pending availability of the resources required.
Application Procedures – into First Year

· The school will have an open night each year circa October.  This will be publicised by contacting all primary schools in the catchment area and by advertising in the local press.  This is the Colleges 1st day of enrolment into First Year.  

· Application forms will be available from the college on Open night, together with the college prospectus and admission policy.  These forms are also available in the office.

· Killarney Community College accepts application forms from boys and girls who have completed sixth class in Ireland or its equivalent, and reached the required age of 12 on the 1st of January in the calendar year following the student’s entry into 1st Year.
· Application forms must be submitted by hand. Forms must be completed in full prior to the College accepting the application.  Further information may be required on occasion, or in exceptional circumstances.  
· On receipt of application the College will stamp the form, date it, and initial it.  Receipt of this form will also be logged in the college office.

· All students are required to sit the assessment test. (ie CAT4).  The College will assume that students who do not sit this assessment no longer require a place in the College, and that place will be offered to the next student. (Where exceptional circumstances arise and a student is unable to attend this assessment the parent / guardian must contact the College to make other arrangements)
· Application period starts on Open Night, and the College will accept application forms for 10 working days.  

· Completion and submission of an Application Form with the appointed times does not guarantee a place in the College.
· The College will write to each Parent within 21 days of receipt of application.  (Pr.III S.19 (3) Education (Welfare) Act 2000).  
Parents and Students will be required to:

a. Confirm acceptance of the place by completing and returning the Student Place Acceptance form.
b. Complete and sign an undertaking to observe and respect the College’s Code of Behaviour, the Colleges’ Rules and Routines and the characteristic spirit of the College.

c. Return all signed forms to the office by hand.

The College is happy to assist any parent with these forms.

Failure to return the Student Place Acceptance form within the timeframe will indicate to the College that you no longer require a place for you son / daughter.  Your childs name will be removed from the register (and notified of this in writing) and the place offered to the next student. .  
Unfilled places will then be offered to students in the case of a waiting list.  (See Selection Criteria for this category in Section 6).
It will be the policy of the College to accept all students from its catchment area regardless of ability or special educational needs except where there are limited facilities, shortage of places etc. Admission from outside the catchment area can only be offered when all other places have been filled, and the number of students seeking admission is not greater than the number of places being made available by the College.

Parents are informed that:

a. Completion and submission of an Application form within the appointed times does not guarantee a place in the school.

b. Applications received after the appointed times are considered Late Applications.  The students name will be added to the waiting list and will only be offered a place when all those ahead of them have refused a place.

c. Parents / Guardians are requested not to post the Application forms.  Such forms will be returned to the parent / guardian.

d. Incomplete forms cannot be processed.

Late applications:

Late Applications which are received by the College after the closing will be put on the Colleges waiting list.  (see waiting list procedure) 
Exceptional cases 

The school reserves the right to refuse enrolment to any pupil in exceptional cases. Such an exceptional case could arise where: 

1. the pupil has special needs such that even with additional resources available from the Department of Education and Science the school cannot meet such needs and/or provide the pupil with an appropriate education, or 

2. In the opinion of the Board of Management the pupil poses an unacceptable risk to other pupils, to the school staff or to school property.
SECTION 6: CRITERIA TO BE APPLIED WHERE THE NUMBER OF STUDENTS SEEKING ADMISSION IS GREATER THAN THE NUMBER OF PLACES BEING MADE AVAILABLE BY THE COLLEGE

When deciding on the number of places to be allocated in each year the Board of Management of Killarney Community College shall be consistent with any agreement in relation to the provision of infrastructure or funding to the College made between the Minister and schools.

Where Applications received within the appointed dates exceed the number of places available, the Board of Management has directed that places be allocated in the following order:   

1st - Siblings of current students of Killarney Community College and siblings of students who completed their post-primary education in Killarney Community College. 

2nd - Children of staff members who are directly employed by Killarney Community College on the date of enrolment and on the 1st of September of the student’s year of entry. 

3rd – Applicants who are currently in sixth class or completed sixth class in one of the Colleges Feeder Schools.
4th – All other remaining applicants.
The Board of Management has appointed a sub-committee of three people to handle all applications and enrolments on behalf of the College.  The sub-committee consists of the Principal, the Deputy Principal and one nominee of the Board of Management.  The sub-committee will take responsibility for processing applications.

Students who do not receive a place will be notified by registered letter.  When parents are so notified they will:
a. be given a specific reason as to why their child was unsuccessful in securing a place

b. be informed that a waiting list will pertain up to 9am on the first school day of the year of application.  Application forms for the next academic year will be available on Open Night of the following October

c. be informed of their childs place on the waiting list

d. be given a form to return to the school stating that they wish to keep their child on the waiting list

e. be advised that they have the right to appeal this decision of the Board of Management

Under section 29 of the Education Act, 1998, Parents / Guardians have the right to appeal a refusal by the College to enrol a student. A decision of the Board of Management may be appealed to Kerry Education and Training Board, in accordance with Department of Education and Science circular M 48/01. 
Selection Criteria other than those stated above will not be taken into account in determining whether or not a student is admitted to the College.

SECTION 7:  ENROLMENT OF STUDENTS WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS
The staff and Board of Management will do all it possibly can to identify, plan and 

provide for a special educational needs student seeking admission to the school.

Parents of students with Special Educational needs are encouraged to co-operate with the school from the earliest possible time in the enrolment process.  This will facilitate access to appropriate resources in a timely fashion.
In making provision for special educational need students the following information is required.

Has the student had access in any of the following resources?

1. Special Needs Assistant or Classroom Assistant.

2. Special Class

3. Help, for specific needs, from any resource teacher.

4. Assistance with behavioural moderation.

5. Help in areas including, visual impairment, hearing impairment, general learning disability or emotional disturbance.

6. Any resource in relation to travel or mobility etc.

If an expert report is provided, it should include a workable strategy for addressing the needs, allowing for the resources available.

The Board of Management, having gathered all relevant information and professional documentation, assesses how the needs of the Special Needs Students can be met.

Final confirmation of a place may, in exceptional cases, have to be withheld until the Department of Education and Science confirms that the necessary resources are to be allocated.

The school Principal or deputed teacher, will arrange for such meetings as are necessary to discuss the students needs and the capacity of the school to meet these needs, with the 

Parents / guardians.

In some cases, it may be necessary to arrange for a case conference with all the 

professionals working with the student/family.

Decisions on such applications will be made within 21 days of all the required information being made available to the school.

Enrolment into Autistic Spectrum Disorder Support Class of Killarney Community College: See Appendix II

SECTION 8: ENROLMENT INTO LEAVING CERTIFICATE APPLIED AND TRANSITION YEAR
Each February / March of the year students are in 3rd year Parents / Guardians will be invited to an information evening outlining Leaving Certificate (including LCVP), Leaving Certificate Applied and Transition year.  Students will indicate the course they wish to follow for Senior Cycle.  Interviews will be held for Leaving Certificate Applied and Transition year.

Places on these courses will be offered first to students who have completed 3rd year in Killarney Community College.   Places for all other students can be only offered thereafter.  
SECTION  9:   TRANSFER OF A STUDENT FROM ANOTHER SCHOOL

It is the policy of Killarney Community College not to take transfer students into examination years (3rd year and 6th year, or Repeat 6th year)

Applications to transfer from other schools providing post-primary courses will be considered for the commencement of a new school year, except in exceptional circumstances or due to family relocation.

It may be necessary for a consultation with the Educational Welfare Officer to take place.

Killarney Community College will consider applications for enrolment of students attending other schools providing post-primary courses, on the completion of a Student Enquiry form and other such information in relation to the student’s educational performance, school attendance and behaviour, as the Board deems necessary.
The Board of Management has appointed a sub-committee of three people to handle all transfers on behalf of the College.  The sub-committee consists of the Principal, the Deputy Principal and one nominee of the Board of Management.  The sub-committee will take responsibility for processing transfers.

The Board of Management will decide on applications for admission to any other year other than First Year by applying the following criteria:

· A transfer is in agreement with the School’s Admission Policy

· A transfer is in the best interests of the student and the school
· A transfer does not violate the Colleges Code of Behaviour, nor any Health and Safety measures put in place by the College
· A transfer is of educational benefit to the student.

The Student Enquiry form must be accompanied by

(a) an academic progress report to include a synopsis of the previous 3 years
(b) an attendance record

(c) a punctuality record

(d) a behaviour report, listing all interventions tried by the previous school
Once this has been received by the College a decision can then be reached.
Where a student is considered for a place, the decision will be taken by the Board of Management, in consultation with the student’s parents/guardians, his/her former school, the Educational Welfare Officer, whether such a place may be offered, immediately, or whether it would be better to wait until the beginning of the next academic year.

When the college deems that all these requirements have been fulfilled, student will then be invited to fill out an Application form.   It is then considered to be a completed application.  This will then be processed within 21 days, in accordance with the legislation.  

SECTION 10:    RESERVED  RIGHTS OF THE BOARD TO REFUSE ENROLMENT
The Board of Management reserves the right to refuse an application to enrol in the school in the following circumstances where in the opinion of the Board
· the number of students in the year group is greater than the number of places available by the College
· adequate physical accommodation is not available for the applicant

· a decision to enrol would constitute a risk to the health and safety of other students enrolled

· the school programme is unsuitable to the educational needs of the student and alternative suitable arrangements for the appropriate programme cannot reasonably be made at the school

· a decision to enrol would clearly have a demonstrable negative impact on the capacity of the college to deliver programmes to other students and alternative arrangements cannot reasonably be made at the college
· it is not satisfied that it has sufficient information to make an informed decision on the educational needs of the student

SECTION 11:    RIGHT TO APPEAL TO KERRY EDUCATION AND TRAINING BOARD
Under section 29 of the Education Act, 1998, Parents / Guardians have the right to appeal a refusal by the school to enrol a student. A decision of the Board of Management may be appealed to Kerry Education and Training Board, in accordance with Department of Education and Science circular M 48/01. 

SECTION 12:    ADMISSION TO PLC COURSES
Applicants who have completed a Leaving Certificate programme or who are at least eighteen years of age can benefit by pursuing further education may be admitted to a PLC programme at the College.

An applicant’s general level of education should be sufficient to make possible reasonable progress in the program of study chosen.  It is the policy of Killarney Community College to encourage young people to complete their second level education before seeking admission to a PLC course at the college.
Assessment, counselling and guidance are provided as part of the admission process to help the applicant establish education goals and select an appropriate program of study.  The purpose of the admission interview is to provide information, clarify the applicant’s goals, and evaluate probability for success in relation to the individual’s educational preparation, interests, aptitudes, and career objectives.
International students are welcome at Killarney Community College.  The College enrols International students in accordance with the Department of Education and Science regulations (DES letter 27th September 2001 – copy available on request)  The International student must prove their own status and eligibility before joining a course.
For certain programmes of study, applicant may be required to meet specific programme admission standards, as described in the College’s brochure.
Where demand and uptake exceed places available on the course, applicants will be offered a place on their next choice of course (where applicable)
Where insufficient demand is shown for any course it will be cancelled and applicants will be notified of such, or offered a place on their next course of choice (where applicable)

APPENDIX I
‘Characteristic Spirit’ or Ethos Statement for Post-primary Schools under the aegis of Kerry Education & Training Board (KETB).

Killarney Community College is a recognised school under the terms of the Education Act 1998 and operates within the regulations and guidelines laid down from time to time by the Department of Education & Science.

Killarney Community College follows the curricular programmes prescribed by the Department of Education and Science which may be amended from time to time in accordance with Sections 9 & 30 of the Education Act, 1998.

Patron and Body Corporate
Kerry Education and Training Board is the patron of Killarney Community College, the employer of staff and the financial control agency of the school.

The school adheres to the regulations and guidelines laid down by Kerry ETB for its schools and upholds the ethos/characteristic spirit of Kerry ETB schools as published by Kerry ETB:
Killarney Community College operates within the legal framework, mission and aims of Kerry Education and Training Board. 
· Kerry ETB post –primary schools are the central part of the overall service provided to the people of Kerry through Kerry Education & Training Board (KETB)  and  should reflect the overall mission and core values of the Service as articulated in the Kerry ETB  Mission Statement, i.e.:  
· ‘…in conjunction with other education and training agencies and community development bodies, to create and promote the development of a learning society in Kerry ,so that all who live in Kerry  have access to the education and training required by their personal, social, cultural, economic and civic needs. …
· Kerry ETB post-primary schools operate as a partnership between a range of other bodies, agencies, and groups. · Kerry ETB post–primary schools are committed to quality teaching. 

· Kerry ETB post –primary schools are committed to the growth of each student to their fullest in terms of academic, personal, spiritual, social and civic development.

· Kerry ETB post-primary schools are committed to enhancing the life-chances of each student and will organise their teaching and learning programmes to ensure maximum benefits possible are available to all students.

· Kerry ETB post-primary schools are committed to working in partnership with parents and students in the planning and organisation of the school and will operate effective and appropriate structures for consultation between school management, students, parents and staff.

· Kerry ETB post-primary schools are committed to the provision of Further Education, Second-Chance Education and General Adult Education and will play a full part in the delivery of KES programmes for adults in the County.

Appendix II

Enrolment into Autistic Spectrum Disorder Support Class of Killarney Community College

The ASD Support class of Killarney Community College provides education in a mainstream setting for students who have an Autistic Spectrum Disorder ranging from High Functioning to Mild General Learning, who fulfil the enrolment criteria, and are resident in the Killarney primary school catchment area.  

Curriculum Provision

Students will engage with a broad and balanced curriculum taking in aspects of the Level 2 Learning Plans, part of the new Junior Cycle and/or other aspects of the Junior Cycle Curriculum as appropriate. There may be a transitional period initially whereby learning programmes appropriate to the needs of the student are explored, in consultation with the SEN coordinator, school management and parents. Students will be able to engage with Senior Cycle according to their ability, the options for senior cycle include Leaving Cert Applied (LCA), Leaving Cert Established (LC) or Leaving Cert Vocational Programme (LCVP). Decisions regarding each student’s progression will be made in consultation with parents/guardians and the relevant professionals
Our Aim

Our ASD Support class aims to offer an autism specific learning environment within a mainstream co-educational post primary school. This setting facilitates inclusion as part of the school community with access to mainstream activities as appropriate.

Enrolment in the ASD Support Class.

Enrolment in the ASD Support class is subject to a place being available and appropriate resources being sanctioned prior to the admission of the student.  The Department of Education (DES) places a cap on the number of students able to enrol in an ASD support class (maximum of 6 students). 

Criteria for Enrolment in ASD Support Class

The criteria for enrolment to the class incorporating the Department of Education and H.S.E. policies are as follows:

1. Application for the class will only be accepted on year of entry from catchment primary schools to Killarney Community College.

2. The child must have a diagnosis of Autism / Autistic Spectrum Disorder ranging from High Functioning to Mild General Learning made using the DSM-V or ICD 10 by the psychologist or a multi-disciplinary team.  A recent psychological assessment or a report from a multi-disciplinary team should be provided. A multi-disciplinary team may consist of a Clinical Psychologist, Occupational Therapist, Speech & Language Therapist, Social Worker and a Physiotherapist. Please note all reports in operation on a child should be provided to the school for assessment by the Admissions Team.

3. The class is open to students over the age of 12 on the 1st of September of the school year in question, unless there is specific approval from the DES for a particular student outside of these limits.

4. The students place in the class must be sanctioned by the Special Education Needs Organiser (SENO) 

5. There must be a recommendation by the appropriate professionals in the report that a special class placement in a mainstream school is both necessary and suitable for the child. The ASD class in Killarney Community College will cater for children with high Functioning to Mild General Learning difficulties. It will not cater for children with moderate, severe or profound learning difficulties.

6. It is a policy of the school not to accept transfers into the ASD Support Class, from other Second level schools, nor from within the mainstream classes of Killarney Community College.

Support by Outside Agencies- Parents please note that a guarantee of support by outside agencies such as H.S.E. cannot be provided. Students, who require speech therapy, occupational therapy, physiotherapy, etc., will be dependent on the local H.S.E. or K.I.D.S. services.

Enrolment Procedure

1. The registration process begins with an enquiry to the school at the time of enrolment from Primary to Secondary school.

2. An Enrolment Form provided by the school should be filled out by the parents/guardians on behalf of their child. This form should be accompanied by a copy of the student’s birth certificate.

3. Parents, in conjunction with the SENO will fill out the NCSE Notification of Enrolment form, which will then be forwarded to the SENO.  This form is available on the NCSE website www.ncse.ie
4. Applications will only be processed on the basis of a diagnosis or psychological report meeting the DSM V or ICD diagnostic criteria.

5. All these have to be returned to the school by the stated deadline, after this the Admissions Team will consider the application. Only students who meet the criteria will be considered for enrolment in the ASD Support Class. 

Admissions Team

Each application will be considered by the Admissions Team. The team will include the School Principal/Deputy Principal, a representative from the Board of Management, a member of the school SEN Department and other appropriate professionals on a case by case basis e.g. NEPS Psychologists etc. A recommendation will be made in relation to each application to the Board of Management of the school. 

Allocation of Places

Subject to sufficient places being available in the ASD support class priority will be given to student from our catchment Primary schools for students who have already been placed in an ASD Unit in that Primary school.  

If the number of students on the list of applications exceeds the number of spaces available the following ranking conditions will be applied:

1. Applicants from our catchment Primary schools who have already been placed in an ASD Unit in that Primary school.

2. Applicants attending catchment Primary schools (listed below)

3. Applicants with siblings already in the school.

4. Applications not attending these schools but that the Autism Support Class is their nearest facility.

5. Other applicants who are not included in the above categories.

If the number of applicants at any of the criteria above exceeds the number of places available, then the available places will be allocated on the basis of date of birth. With priority being given to the oldest applicant at the criteria level and continuing until all places are filled.

Should two or more applicants share the same date of birth; places will be given on the basis of the date that fully completed applications were received in the applicants file.

· Necessary resources pertaining to the enrolment are not available.

· Sufficient classroom space is not available.

Code of Conduct

In line with the code of behaviour, it is accepted that children with special educational needs may display challenging behaviours. All efforts will be made by the school to manage such behaviour using various strategies and through the implementation of the child’s Individual Education Plan.  The school reserves the right to refuse enrolment to any student with Autism in very exceptional situations. Such an exceptional situation could include the following.

1. The student has special education needs such that, even with the additional resources available from the Department of Education and Skills, the school cannot meet these needs.

2. In the opinion of the Board of Management, the student poses an unacceptable risk to other students, to school staff or to school property.

The Board of Management of Killarney Community College respects the rights of the existing school community and the students already enrolled in Killarney Community College. This consideration is paramount when assessing entry into the Autism Support Class.

The placement of each child will be subject to regular, at least annual, review by school staff and where relevant professionals external to the school. At this point a decision will be made as to whether the pupil will:

a) Continue in the ASD support class.

b) Integrate more into mainstream.

c) Integrate fully into mainstream.

d) Seek an alternative placement.

Review

The enrolment criteria for the ASD Support Class will be reviewed on an annual basis by the School’s Board of Management.
